4. Entries must be in place at the judging table by 9:00 a.m. on the Senior Citizens’ Day.

Judging will start at 9:30 a.m.

5. Entrants must be age 60 and better and be residents of the county.

Inter-generational entries are a plus.

6. Judges may divide entries into sub-classes if the number and variety of entries justifies.
7. Judges decisions are final.
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The Senior Cookie Division is part of the open class in the fair food competition so winners will
receive ribbons and premiums.
